COUNCILORS:

The attached communication relative to Hawkers/Peddlers and Street Vendors, as
prepared by City Solicitor David M. Moore, is forwarded for the consideration of your

Honorable Body.

This ordinance amendment will provide the City with additional tools to more effectively

regulate street vendors. The main points of this ordinance amendment are:

¢ A requirement that street vendors move at least 500 feet every five
minutes;

¢ A prohibition on the operation of street vendors between midnight and 5
a.m.;

¢ A prohibition on the operation of street vendors within 500 feet of any
existing food establishment or any building where a food establishment
has operated within the past 12 months;

e A prohibition on the operation of street vendors on Main Street from
Lincoln Square to Federal Square;

¢ A prohibition on the operation of street vendors provision when the
activities of patrons or purchasers create a threat to the physical safety of
others.

Additionally, the Police Chief and the Commissioner of Health and Human Services
have modified the existing food permit application process so as to require applicants
for street vendor licenses involving the sale of food to obtain a license from the Chief of

Police prior to submitting an application for a Health Department permit to sell food.
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
